Winter English Camp January 2025: Tentative Lesson Plan

This proposed intensive English course for a Winter English Camp is, for the dates of 6 January 2025 to 17 January 2025 (Monday to Friday), geared for students who have a low level of English. This tentative lesson plan could be adapted or changed depending on student ability as well as aims.

Length of Course: Monday to Friday
Times of Lessons: 10:00-12:00 and 13:30-15:30
Dates of Course: 6-17 January 2025 

Monday 6 January 2025: Introductions and Friends

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 1 (pp.7-20)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have introduced themselves and developed rapport with all in the classroom
· Complete a “Find Somebody Who …” activity: speaking, listening, and notetaking
· Students get to know their teacher / professor: two truths and lie, five important numbers, etc.
· Grammar: Auxiliary verbs (do, be, have), Present Simple and Present Continuous 
· Can do: Encourage further conversation by expressing interest in what is said, and start a conversation with a stranger

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have retold a simple narrative in their own words
· Listen to three people talk about someone who they fell out with
· Vocabulary related to people arguing
· Grammar: Present Perfect Simple and Past Simple
· Can do: Use phrasal verbs effectively to describe friendships and people
· Optional Activity: An optional activity for students is that they could interview a partner (Q&A) and submit this to the LMS should there be any time remaining


Tuesday 7 January 2025: Media

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 2 (pp.21-34)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have given opinions, agreed or disagreed, and described an object
· Read a movie review about the film Man on Wire and completed a comprehension task
· Discussed movies and opinions
· Grammar: Defining Relative Clauses
· Can do: Encourage further conversation by expressing interest in what is said, and start a conversation with a stranger

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have listened to and spoke about stories in the news
· Connect newspaper headlines to pictures and their corresponding paragraph
· Review vocabulary and collocations associated with news reports
· Grammar: Past Simple and Past Continuous 
· Can do: Students describe an important event from their life
· Optional Activity: An optional activity for students is that they could interview a partner (Q&A) and submit this to the LMS should there be any time remaining


Wednesday 8 January 2025: Lifestyle

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 3 (pp.35-48)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have made a complaint and compared cities 
· Describe different houses or places in a city or town
· How to complain politely in English
· Vocabulary to describe cities 
· Grammar: Future plans
· Can do: compare cities and used comparatives and superlatives appropriately

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have read an article about future homes and took notes while listening 
· Improve reading skills such as skimming and reading for detail
· Developed vocabulary with prefixes and suffixes 
· Grammar: Future possibility 
· Can do: Students improve word stress in compound nouns 
· Optional Activity: Students create a poster about two cities from their home country and present to the class


Thursday 9 January 2025: Wealth

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 4 (pp.49-62)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have used information to check and confirm information
· Read a story of Frank Abagnale and the movie, Catch Me If You Can, related to the story
· Develop phrasal verbs on the topic of wealth from the article
· Grammar: Question tags
· Can do: Develop greater awareness of intonation and pronunciation which will improve listening and speaking skills 

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have carried out a survey and presented results to the class
· Describing personal qualities and using vocabulary to describe themselves
· Listening to a seminar and answering questions associated with the topic
· Grammar: Modals of obligation and prohibition
· Can do: Students report survey results using functional language 
· Optional Activity: An optional activity for students is that they could write up their survey results and submit online



Friday 10 January 2025: Free Time

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 5 (pp.63-76)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have been able to share their hobbies and interests 
· Complete a survey about hobbies and interests between each other and develop fluency 
· Using adjectives to describe creativity 
· Grammar: Present Perfect Continuous and Present Perfect Simple
· Can do: Students can describe creative activities by using a variety of adjectives and respond to images

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have described a pastime 
· Listen to an interview about hobbies and interests 
· Reading a summary of a play / book and responding to comprehension questions
· Grammar: Use of gerunds and infinitive verbs 
· Can do: Students develop pronunciation awareness of the ‘a’ sound in English 
· Optional Activity: Students can describe a book or a play that they enjoy and can present to the class.

Monday 13 January 2025: Holidays

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 6 (pp.77-90)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have described a memorable holiday and used images to help
· Adjectives to describe holiday destinations 
· Holiday survey amongst students and report to the class
· Grammar: Past Perfect Simple
· Can do: Describe a photo to the class and able to complete a conversation – this could be achieved in concentric circles 

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have describe a country to visit 
· Reading an article about visiting a country and completing comprehension questions
· Places in a city and use of intonation when creating question forms
· Grammar: Use of like – What is … like? 
· Can do: Students can describe getting around a place such as a city and using prepositional phrases
· Optional Activity: Students could describe their own city or to plan a tour around a chosen capital city 


Tuesday 14 January 2025: Learning

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 7 (pp.91-104)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have discussed learning situations and developed collocational awareness 
· Listen to five speakers give their opinion about learning and situations 
· Creating good examples of learning situations using prompts 
· Grammar: Subject and object questions 
· Can do: Describe a learning experience to an acceptable degree to others and use collocations as expected, and completed a quiz about learning 

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have described a teacher from the past 
· Read a short extract from Matilda by Roald Dahl and completed some vocabulary and comprehension questions
· Vocabulary to describe personal qualities and develop word building 
· Grammar: use to and would
· Can do: Students describe an important teacher from their past 
· Optional Activity: An optional activity for students is that they could write about a memorable teacher and share their ideas with one another, getting students to self-correct each other 


Wednesday 15 January 2025: Change

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 8 (pp.105-118)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have described different elements of change that people experience
· Read an extract about New York and assessing gist reading skills
· Develop rules that a city should incorporate 
· Grammar: Second Conditional 
· Can do: Discuss problems and suggest changes that could include self-study suggestions 

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have developed greater awareness of global issues that are experienced around the world 
· Develop pronunciation awareness of ‘o’ in English
· Making the right decision and listening to advice 
· Grammar: Adverbs 
· Can do: Students learn how to express attitude and respond effectively to opinions 
· Optional Activity: Students could read newspaper headlines and generate share ideas or opinions with one another


Thursday 16 January 2025: Jobs

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 9 (pp.119-132)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have disscussed about future job aspirations and developed vocabulary for the job market
· Listen to people discuss jobs and opinions 
· Students ask for clarification and deal with difficult questions
· Grammar: make, let, allow
· Can do: Develop pronunciation skills such as intonation for pausing in English as well as setting up a new imagery company 

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have developed adjective awareness such as adjectives from verbs and took notes while listening 
· Read a story about the job market and develop vocabulary awareness for job seeking
· Respond to potential interview questions and consider potential answers
· Grammar: Reported Speech 
· Can do: Students become more aware of UK and US English and the differences particularly with employment
· Optional Activity: Students could share their ideas about potential jobs that they would like to apply for in future and share strategies to achieve this in the form as a survey or presentation



Friday 17 January 2025: Memories

Adapted from Total English Intermediate: Unit 10 (pp.133-162)
10:00-12:00
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have shared memories with each other, particularly from the winter course and elsewhere
· Listening to a story about a childhood memory
· Read a poem about childhood and reflections
· Grammar: if only / I wish 
· Can do: Students can describe their own childhood memories or reflect on the entirety of the course

13:30-15:30
· Key Aims: by the end of the lesson students will have learnt more about famous people and their contribution to society 
· Reading the life story of a famous person, the inventor of Chanel and the perfume 
· Students are sharing important dates and ideas with one another
· Grammar: Narrative Tenses 
· Can do: Students briefly describe a famous person that they admire with the class using the key vocabulary 
· Optional Activity: Students could find out a little more an individual that they admire in their own country and introduce it to the class.
· Course completion could incorporate a survey to help students reflect on their learning and what they enjoyed or what could be improved in future courses



· Various material will be adapted from a variety of sources such as LinguaHouse or ESL Brains. This could supplement the topic of the day and also make it more engaging for learners.
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
